Building Standards Team on 15th August 2013 and wish to comment as follows.

It was brought to the attention of this Authority that a section of roof decking at the canopy over the
front street entrance door (former restaurant) was in danger of falling on the public footpath below.
After an inspection by the Council's Building Standards Team it was established that the plywood
decking was loose and, therefore, instructions were given for the decking to be removed in the

interests of public safety. As joint owner of the building you may have an interest in the property.

This letter should be treated as formal notification of operations executed under Sub
Section 3 of Section 29 (Dangerous Buildings) of the above Act.
