Your son/daughter is being
formerly offered tuitionand we
willrequireyoutocompletea
formacceptingtheconditions
of provision.



General Conditions of Provision

1,

The guaranteed period of
provision for NQ lessons will
be from August to March/
May inclusive withinanyone
session; with the exception of
thosecandidatesfollowinga
two year course of study where
lessonswillcontinuebetween
AprilandJuneinthefirstyear
of thecourse.

Pupils are taught in groups.

Thelnstrumental/Vocal Tutor
willensure thatyouareaware
of various commitments related
to the learning of a musical
instrument.

Anannualreportwillbe
issued. Continuation of
instruction may dependupon
thisreport.

Educationally, itisnotinthe

interestof thepupiltoreceive
tuition on the same instrument
frommorethanone Tutor. Itis
aconditionof theacceptance
into the Council Scheme that

the pupildoesnot take lessons

concurrently on the same
instrument/voice from any
other Tutor.

It is the responsibility of
parents/carers to purchase
sheet music, Tutor books
and other printed material
for instrumental and vocal
lessons when advised todo
so by the Instrumental/Vocal
Tutor. Tutors will normally
recommend where to obtain
these.

Council instruments on loan
should be covered on your
home content insurance policy
to cover use in the home,
schoolandat Council activities.
Clackmannanshire Council
reservestherighttorecallan
instrument at any time. (See

The Council’s authorised
repairers must carry out
anyrepairsandroutine
maintenance to Council



instruments. You are
responsible for the cost of
any repair required which is
due to negligence by your
child. Ifrepairs are required,
you should contact the
instrumental Tutor, who will
seekauthorisationforthe
repairs, and will clarify as to
whetherornotthe Council or
the parent/carer should meet
the cost of the repair.

Pupils within the scheme are
encouragedtoparticipate
inschool ensemblesetc., as
statedintheintroduction
tothisdocument. Thisis
essentialif they are toobtain
themaximumbenefit from
theinstruction provided.
Pupils will be expected to
attendrehearsals regularly and
perform at concerts, which
involve the ensemble, or chair,
which they have beeninvited
to join.

National Music Organisations,
Coursesand Music Institutions
are more likely to accept pupils
whohaveexperienceof taking
part in Council supported
music activities than those who
do not.

Lesson delivery for NQ
candidates will require your
son/daughter to attend at times
otherthan during their school
musicclasses. Tutorswillplace
pupilsonarotawhichwill limit
theamount of timesyourson /
daughter will miss other subject
lessons.

Subjecttothecapacityofthe
Authority to make provision
within existing resources and
subject to the availability of
Music Tutors, pupils on NQ
courses will be provided with
freemusicinstruction, froma
visiting Tutor, in one instrument
/voice only.

The class teacher will teach any
subsidiary instrument /voice
during normalteaching time.

Pupilsareexpectedtoattend
alllessonsastimetabledbythe
Tutor. The provision of these
lessons is an expensive resource
andabsenceswillbe monitored
regularly.

If a pupil has 3 consecutive
unexplained absences, parents
/ carerswill be notified and
consultation will take place
regardinghowtoproceed.



Cessation of lessons

As part of our quality assurance
policy, we request that all parents/
carerswrite a letter explaining the
reasons for the cessation of lessons,
andthatthislettershould besent
directly to the Tutor.

tuition, whether by his/her
own decision, the school or the

instrumental Tutor, it is essential
thatfullconsultationtakeplace
between yourself, the school and
the instrumental Tutor before the
decision ismade.

Upon the cessation, any
instrumentsonloanmustbe
returned immediately to the
instrumental Tutor.

Successfulinstrumentalstudyisa
partnership between instrumental
Tutors, pupilsand parents. Many
parents/carers are eager to be
partners in the teaching and
learning process. Four areas in
which parents could offer valuable
support are: -

1. Encouraging favourable

practising conditions

As pupils progress in their
instrumental playing and are
presentedwith more difficult
problems, theregularity and
quality of their practising
becomesmoreimportant.

Favourable practice conditions
include: -

a) Ascheduled, DAILY practise
time (this should be a
minimum of 15 minutes
to 30 minutes perday).

b) Aquiet room, adequately
ventilatedandlit, witha
comfortable temperature.

¢) Parents/carers offering
praise and encouragement
forworkthatiswelldone.

d) Parents/carers monitoring
daily practise.



2. Helping directly
Even though parents/carers
themselves may not be
musicians, theirdirecthelpin
the early stages of instrumental
study is invaluable and could
include:

a) Remindingpupilsto
practise daily!

b) After basic warm-up
exercises, reminding the
pupil to practise the new
work first.

¢) If wrong notes and
hesitationskeep recurring,

suggesting practising more
slowly, inshortsections, a
few bars at a time.

d) Checkinganycomments
written by the Tutor in
the Record of Work Book,
ensuringthatthe pupilhas
accurately read them.

Instrumental Tutors, in close
consultation with schools,
will liaise with parents/carers
whenever possible to seek
co-operation in giving their
children as much help and
support as possible at home.

All pupils will be issued with a
Record of Work Book. This will
be used by the Tutor to make
comments regarding work to be
done between lessons and any
other information which the pupil
needs in order to make progress
from week to week.

Pupilsshould keep these booksin
good condition and bring them to
eachlesson. Wewouldencourage
parents/carers to read and sign
thesebookseachweekinorderto
support their child’s progress.

Tutors will keep a record of work
sheet foreach pupil, whichwill

monitor attendance, effort and
achievement.

Reporting and Parental Consultation

Reporting

Your son/daughter will be issued
with an annual report. Thisreport
will cover all aspects of your child’s
progress and outline suggestions
for further development.

Instrument Loan

Parental Consultation
Parents/Carers will have an
opportunity to meet with the
Tutoronce eachyear todiscuss
theirchild’sprogress. AsTutors
work across many schools, these
meetings may take place at a
school other thanthe one your
child attends.

If your childrequirestouse

a Clackmannanshire Council
instrument, you will be required
tocompleteaformagreeingto
certain conditions, whichare set
out below.

The instrument issued will be in
good, very good, excellent or as
new condition. The Instrumental
Tutor will monitor its ongoing
condition. Any repairs required due
tofairwearandtearandroutine
servicing will be carried out by
our authorised repairers and will
be funded by Clackmannanshire
Council.

You are responsible for the cost

of anyrepairrequiredwhichis
due to negligence by your child. If
repairs are required, you should
contactthe instrumental Tutor,

whowillseekauthorisationfor
therepairs,andwillclarifyasto
whetherornotthe Council orthe
parent/carer should meet thecost
of therepair.

Conditions of the Loan:

. Thereisnochargeforthe
loan of the instrument. The
borrower must, however, meet
the replacement cost of lost
and damaged instruments.
It is advisable to include the
instrument on your home
contents policy - many
insurance companies do not
charge extra for this unless it is
averyexpensiveinstrument.
Detailsof theinstrumentand
itsvaluecanbeobtainedfrom
the Tutor or from the Music
Development Officer.



1 Instruments are an expensive
resource. We would
encourage all pupils who
have the opportunity to
use an instrument to take
part in council supported
music making activities. The
instrumental Tutor will advise
your child when they have
progressed to the required
standard at which they can join
an ensemble.

3. Your child must receive lessons
from a Clackmannanshire
Council Tutor in order to
borrow a Clackmannanshire
Council instrument.

4 If your child ceases to receive
lessons you will need to
returntheinstrumenttothe
tutor and write to the Music
Development Officer to

confirmthatyouhavedoneso.

+ It may at some stage be
advisableforyoutopurchase
yourown mouthpiece - speak
to your Tutor for advice.

+ Youarerequiredtopurchase
valve oil and slide grease -
please ask the Tutor foradvice.

WoodwindandBagpipe (Chanter)

» Youare required to purchase
yourown reeds - please ask
your Tutor for advice.

Stringed Instruments

+ You are required to purchase
yourownnewstrings, rosinand
shoulder/chin rest please ask
your Tutor for advice.

If youareinagreementwith the
conditions and wish to continue
with the loan, please complete
form CM4 that willbeissued by the
Tutor and should be returned to
them.

Form (CM4) will be issued by, and
should be returned to the Tutor.



Loan Period and Alternatives

+  We would suggest that the
loanperiodshouldnotexceed
two years, but would not recall
aninstrument asamatter of
course. After two years a pupil
should have made enough
progresson theinstrument to
demonstrate their ability to
proceed further.

+ The purchase of the chiild’s
own instrument would release
the Council instrument for use
by anotherchild.

Contingency Weeks

Consultation with the Tutor is
advised before purchasing an
instrument.

Some instruments are available
through Hillfoots Music for
Youth.

Instruments can be leased,
hiredorboughtfromspecialist
retailers. If you choose this
optionyouare recommended
toseekadvicefromtheTutoror
from the Music Development
Officer.
